STUDENT ACCOMMODATION AND BOARDING ALLOWANCE POLICY

Appendix 1 — Boarding Allowance Amount

BOARDING ALLOWANCES

A student is entitled to a boarding allowance if the criteria set out in the ‘Student
Accommodation and Boarding Allowance Policy’ are met.

The amount of the boarding allowance must be reviewed and determined by Yukon
Education on an annual basis.

The Director, Finance and Administration is responsible reviewing the amount of the
boarding allowance on an annual basis and making a recommendation to the Deputy
Minister to establish the amount of the boarding allowance for the year.

An eligible student is entitled to a boarding allowance in the amount of $270.00 for each
month that the school the student is enrolled in session, provided that the student is
attending the school.

When an eligible student has an unexcused absence from school, the boarding
allowance may be reduced on a pro-rated basis.
