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In June 2021, the preliminary number of El beneficiaries (seasonally adjusted) receiving regular income
support benefits! in Yukon was 1,550; of which 850 were men and 700 were women. Compared to June
2020, the total number of beneficiaries increased by 950, or 158.3%; compared to the May 2021 preliminary
figure, the total number of beneficiaries remained the same.

Nationally, the preliminary number of El beneficiaries (seasonally adjusted) in June 2021 increased 270.1%
compared to June 2020 and decreased 2.0% compared to the May 2021 preliminary figure.

. No methodological changes were made to the Employment Insurance Statistics (EIS) program over the COVID-19 period.
EIS reflect the Employment Insurance (El) program for the Labour Force Survey (LFS) reference week in each month.

. Temporary changes to the El program that provided all new regular El beneficiaries with a one-time credit of 300 insurable
hours were introduced on September 27, 2020. In addition, the unemployment rate used to calculate their eligibility and
entitlement weeks was 13.1%, unless their region's unemployment rate was higher.

. Data for the October 2020 reference period and onward consist of individuals who obtained EIl benefits, and exclude
beneficiaries of the Canada Recovery Benefits (Canada Recovery Benefit (CRB), Canada Recovery Caregiving Benefit
(CRCB), and Canada Recovery Sickness Benefit (CRSB).

. The number of beneficiaries is a measure of all people who received regular El benefits from June 13 to 19. This period
coincides with the reference week of the LFS.
