tional exports decreased by $125.9 million (33.8%),
while interprovincial exports increased by $3.0 mil-
lion (0.7%).

e Major interprovincial export destinations in 2015
were: Ontario (36.5% of all Yukon interprovincial
exports); British Columbia (21.3%); the Northwest
Territories (20.0%); and Alberta (10.4%).

* Exports to all major interprovincial export destina-

e Of the $1,607.1 million in total imports in 2015,
$1,034.2 million (64.4%) were interprovincial imports
and $572.9 million (35.6%) were international.

e Compared to 2014, total imports in 2015 ($1,607.1
million) decreased by $46.8 million, or 2.8%: Inter-
provincial imports decreased by $88.6 million (7.9%),
while interprovincial imports increased by $41.8 mil-
lion (7.9%).

¢ Major interprovincial import partners to Yukon in
2015 were: British Columbia ($366.9 million or 35.5%

of all interprovincial imports to Yukon); Ontario ($279.1 million or 27.0%); Alberta ($256.9 million or 24.8%); and Que-
bec ($61.6 million or 6.0% of all interprovincial imports to Yukon).

e Imports from all provinces and territories decreased in 2015 with the exceptions of Prince Edward Island, Newfound-
land and Labrador, and New Brunswick; imports from Nunavut remained the same.

e Thelargest decrease in the value of interprovincial imports
in 2015 was from Alberta: down by $60.0 million, or 18.9%.

e Of the total interprovincial import products ($1,034.2 mil-
lion) in 2015, Mineral and oil and gas exploration accounted
for 7.9% ($81.5 million); Architectural, engineering and re-
lated services 7.6% ($78.2 million); Diesel and biodiesel fuels
3.4% ($35.6 million), and Prepared meals ($28.8 million) ac-
counted for 2.8% of the total.

e Of the total international import products ($572.9 mil-
lion) in 2015, Aircraft accounted for 5.4% ($31.1 million),
