•	 For rental units in all types of buildings in Yukon, the median rent reported by landlords for October 2022 
was $1,300. The highest median rent was $1,890 per month for Condominiums. Townhouse/Row house 
units had the second-highest median rent at $1,806 per month. The lowest median rent was $1,180 per 
month for units in Apartment Buildings.

•	 Yukon’s preliminary annual retail sales increased by $62.6 million, or 6.5%, compared to 2021; Canada’s 
retail sales increased 8.1% over the same time period.

For units in buildings with 3 or more rental 
units, the median rent in October 2022 ($1,200) 
increased by $100 compared to a year earlier 
(October 2021) and increased by $50 compared 
to the previous reporting period (April 2022). 
The vacancy rate remained almost stable 
(around 1.5%) between  March 2011 and April 
2013; started increasing to reach 4.7% in April 
2014 (the highest rate since 2004); and then 
fluctuated within a range of 2.0% to 3.7% until 
April 2020. From October 2020, the vacancy 
rate started decreasing. 
The vacancy rate in October 2022 (1.3%) was 
0.6 percentage points lower than the rate in 
October 2021 (1.9%), and 0.5 percentage points 
higher compared to the rate in April 2021 (0.8%).
