Yukon Bureau of Statistics first published the Yukon Real Estate Report in 1977. The report is developed from an analysis of 
administrative data on all real estate transactions occurring anywhere in Yukon, with the exception of “not-at-arm’s-length” 
transactions (“not-at-arm’s-length” transaction values do not reflect market prices).  All single and multiple-residential property 
transactions, as well as commercial and industrial property sales are included.

•	 In the second quarter of 2022, the total value of real estate 
transactions in Yukon was $157.6 million: $130.5 million in 
Whitehorse and $27.2 million for the rest of Yukon.

•	 The average sale price of a single detached house (including 
country residential) in Whitehorse  was $695,100, an increase 
of $44,500, or 6.8%, from the second quarter of 2021.  

•	 The average condo sale price in Whitehorse was $453,000, a 
decrease of $4,700, or 1.0%, from the second quarter of 2021.

The total value of Yukon’s real estate transactions in the second quarter increased in 2022 compared to the second quarter of 
2021. In the second quarter of 2022, the total value of real estate transactions was $157.6 million compared to $129.9 million 
during the same period in 2021, an increase of $27.7 million, or 21.4%.

In Whitehorse, in the second quarter of 2022: 

•	 A total of 109 single detached 
houses were sold, an increase of 18 
compared to the second quarter of 
2021. 

•	 The average sale price of single 
detached houses was $695,100, 
an increase of $44,500, or 6.8%, 
compared to the second quarter of 
2021 ($650,700). The median sale 
price was $671,000. 

•	 The average sale price of single 
detached houses (not including 
Country Residential properties) was 
$643,100, an increase of $8,400, 
or 1.3%, compared to the second 
quarter of 2021 ($634,700).

•	 There were 13 duplexes sold, at an 
average price of $498,700. 

•	 There were 60 condo sales, an 
increase of 6 compared to the 
second quarter of 2021 (54).

•	 In the second quarter of 2022, 109 single detached 
houses were sold in Whitehorse compared to 54 
in the first quarter of 2022. The average price was 
$695,100 in the second quarter of 2022, an increase 
of $57,800, or 9.1%, compared to the first quarter of 
2022 ($637,300).

•	 Excluding country residential properties, which  
typically sell for much higher prices than other single 
detached houses, the average price in Whitehorse 
was $643,100 in the second quarter of 2022, 
compared to $626,200 in the first quarter of 2022 
and $634,700 in the second quarter of 2021.

•	 In Whitehorse, the median price of single detached 
houses in the second quarter of 2022 was $671,000, 
meaning the prices of half the houses sold were 
above this figure and the remaining half, below.  

•	 The chartered bank’s five year conventional mortgage 
rate averaged 5.47% in the second quarter of 2022, 
an increase of 0.68 percentage points  from the first 
quarter of 2022 (4.79%).

•	 Duplex sales in the second quarter of 2022 in 
Whitehorse totalled $6.5 million. 

•	 A total of 13 duplexes were sold in the second 
quarter of 2022. The record-high number of 
duplexes were sold in the second quarter of 
2004 (33) and the third quarter of 2003 (33).

•	 The average price of duplexes sold in the second 
quarter of 2022 was $498,700, the median 
price was $480,000.

•	 Condo sales in the first quarter of 2022 totalled 
$27.2 million in Whitehorse.  

•	 A total of 60 condos were sold in the second 
quarter of 2022 compared to 49 sales in the 
first quarter of 2022.  

•	 In the second quarter of 2022, the average 
condo price was $453,000, an increase of 
$33,100, or 7.9%, compared to the average 
price in the first quarter of 2022 ($419,900). 
The median condo price was $449,000 in the 
second quarter of 2022.

•	 It should be noted that there is a fair bit of 
volatility in the average and median condo 
prices on a quarterly basis. This is due in part to 
completion of new condo projects with multiple 
units sold at the same or near the same value 
in a relatively short time period. Depending on 
the selling prices of these units, this could have 
a significant effect on the average and median 
condo prices.
