4.1 Retail and Wholesale Sales
Yukon’s preliminary retail sales 
in December 2020 increased by 
$12.1 million, or 17.4%, compared 
to December 2019. Canada’s re-
tail sales increased 4.5% over the 
same time period. Year-to-date 
(January to December), Yukon’s 
retail sales increased by $26.7 
million, or 3.1%, compared to the 
same time period in 2019; Cana-
da’s retail sales decreased 1.3% 
over the same time period.
