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Yukon Quest Trail
The Yukon Quest trail follows

historical Gold Rush and mail delivery
dog sled routes from the turn of the 
20th Century. The trail now comes
alive each February with the frosty

breath and haunting howls
of hundreds of sled dogs. 

Yukon River Quest
 The 715 km marathon

paddling race sees paddlers from 
around the world test their

endurance, racing day and night
from Whitehorse to

the Klondike.

Percy DeWolfe
Memorial Mail Race

This 321 km international dog sled race, 
runs from Dawson City, Yukon to
Eagle, Alaska and return. The race

follows the Yukon River along the
historic mail route of legendary

mail carrier Percy DeWolfe.

Kluane Chilkat
International Bike Relay

This 204 km road bike race is a eight-leg
relay from Haines Junction, Yukon

to coastal Haines, Alaska. It attracts
1000+ bikers from joy riders to

serious athletes. 

Dena Cho Trail
A 67.6 km multi-use recreation trail 

connecting Faro and Ross River.
The trail follows a traditional route 

used by the Kaska People.

Chilkoot Trail
This fabled trail follows along

the centuries old path first crossed 
by Chilkoot Tlingit traders
and later stormed by the

Klondike Gold Rush
stampeders.

Thirty Mile
(Yukon /Tägà Shäw)

River

Wood Bison
Bison were re-introduced to this
area in 1980 as part of a national

recovery program. They are thriving,
offering unique hunting

opportunities and research into
wolf predation habits.

Unique Species
Southeast Yukon is the northern range limit

for many plants and animals. Here you might find
Fishers, Western Toads, Pileated Woodpeckers, 

or unique dragonflies that are found
nowhere else in the Yukon. 

T'äw Tà'är National Historic Site
This cultural landscape meaning “grayling run up,” 
and also known as Winter Crossing is located at
the intersection of many regional travel routes. 

It represents the interconnected web of
seasonal food gathering activities, family

relations, travel, and trade of
the Ta’an Kwäch’än.

Southern Lakes Caribou Recovery
Caribou have flourished in the Southern Lakes 

Region for thousands of years but
almost vanished. Recovery efforts have increased 

the population numbers from approximately
400 animals in the 1990s to over 4,000

in 2023. Efforts continue to return to 
a Traditional Knowledge baseline of tens 

of thousands of caribou in the region.

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Signpost Forest
A homesick soldier added his hometown sign to
an army mileage post here in 1942. People from

all over the world have continued to add
signs connecting their faraway homes

to the town of Watson Lake.

Sandhill Cranes
Every May, Faro hosts a festival

as the cranes pass overhead
on way to their nesting grounds

in northern and central
Yukon and Alaska.

Robert Campbell Highway
The Campbell highway was named for fur trader
Robert Campbell, who established the Yukon’s

first Hudson’s Bay Company trading post
at Frances Lake in 1842.

Gindèhchik /
Rampart House Historic Site
This site was an important gathering place. 
It is one of the earliest Yukon places where

the Gwich’in met and interacted with fur traders, 
missionaries, police and government officials.

The Porcupine Caribou
herd migrates vast distances each year, 

usually between Alaska and the Yukon’s arctic
coast in the spring and the Yukon’s Ogilvie Mountains

in winter. The Porcupine Caribou Herd also 
travels to Northwest Territories. 

Peel Watershed
At over 68,000 square kilometres

of rugged northern wilderness,
the Peel Watershed in northern

Yukon is one of the largest unroaded
natural areas in the world. For the

four First Nations who call it home, 
the pure rivers and majestic mountains

of the Peel have provided physical
and cultural nourishment since

time immemorial.

Otter Falls (Nadèlin)
This scenic waterfall appeared

on the 1954 Canadian
five dollar bill.

Nun cho ga
(baby mamoth) and

Zhùr (wolf pup) are paleo
finds of significance from
the Klondike Gold fields.

Ëdhä dädhëchą / Moosehide Slide
One of the most iconic natural features of the Yukon. 

The story of its creation is a long-ago story
demonstrating Tr’ondëk Hwëch’in’s enduring

relationship with their landscape.

Mount Logan —
highest peak in Canada

With an elevation of 5,959 meters above sea level, 
Mount Logan is part of the St. Elias Mountains in the 

Kluane National Park. This area is home to the largest 
non-polar glaciated area in the world, the highest
peaks in North America and the world's largest 

concentrations of Grizzly Bears. 

Zheh Gwatsàl /
LaPierre House Historic Site
This was a seasonal camp and trading site

for the Gwich’in and became a Hudson’s Bay 
Company post in 1846. It is important
to the Vuntut Gwitchin because of its

connection with Gwich’in families
and travel routes.

Lansing Post
In the trading post era from 1902 to 1936,

this place was a gathering place for the
ancestors of the Na-Cho Nyäk Dun and

it is along the route to and from the
Northwest Territories.

Keno Hill
One of the richest silver-lead-zinc vein deposits 

ever mined in the world, Keno Hill was one
of the mainstays of the Yukon economy from

the 1920s until the early 1980s.

Qikiqtaruk / Herschel Island
Territorial Park

Inuvialuit have lived here for thousands of years.
Today, Inuvialuit families continue to use the area

for traditional activities while researchers from around
the world study the unique and rapidly

changing Arctic environment.

Fortymile Caribou
In early July thousands of caribou from
the migratory Fortymile caribou herd

head north and cross the Top of
the World Highway. It is estimated

that the herd once ranged from
Fairbanks down to Lake Laberge.

Huchá Hudän / Fort Selkirk
Huchá Hudän means Flat Land People, 

named from the landscape of Fort Selkirk where 
the land is flat on both sides of the river.

Ni'iinlii Njik (Fishing Branch) Territorial Park
The year-round open water of the Fishing Branch River ripples 

with salmon each fall, attracting the largest known congregations 
of Grizzly Bear at this latitude, at Bear Cave Mountain.

Fannin's sheep
Mt. Mye in Faro is home to Fannin's sheep, 

a hybrid of the dark-coloured Stone's Sheep of the 
south and all-white Dall's Sheep found through

the Yukon. Visitors can see the lambing cliffs
from the Mt. Mye Sheep Centre.

Donjek River
(Dänzhür Chù’)

The name refers to the white berries or 
‘silverberries’ which grow along the river. 
These are edible and their large seeds are 
used as beads for decoration. In Northern 

Tutchone the berry is called dän jắk.

First NationFirst Nation
Tséi Zhéłe / Sinwaa Éex’i Yé /

Conrad Historic Site
An important place for harvesting for

the Carcross / Tagish people for millenia, 
in the early twentieth-century, the site 

briefly transformed into one of the
most significant hard rock mining

hubs in the Yukon.

Champagne Landing
Home to Kwäday Dän Kenji – 

Long Ago Peoples Place, 
sharing traditional Southern

Tutchone culture.

The Canol Project
In 1942 the U.S. Army began an oil pipeline

from Norman Wells, NT. to Whitehorse.
The Canadian American Northern Oil Line (CANOL)
was completed in 2 years, but abandoned by 1945.

Partly salvaged vehicles remain along the road,
evidence for lack of long-term planning

for wartime projects. 

Tsaih Tl'ak Njik /
Bonnet Plume River

The river is named for Andrew
Flett Bonnetplume, a Hudson’s 

Bay Company interpreter, 
who lived along the river and

assisted many travellers
in need of aid.

Bluefish Caves
The caves contain in situ 

evidence for the earliest people
in North America and

remains of animals that lived 
during the last 30,000 years.

Arviq (Bowhead Whale)
Bowhead whale migrate past Qikiqtaruk in the fall, 

gorging on the abundance of tiny plankton, 
despite near extinction of the whales

by early commercial whalers.

The Arctic Circle — 
Land of the Midnight Sun

This imaginary line around our planet at 66° 33’ north 
latitude marks the southern limits of the Arctic. 

The “line” is actually the edge of a band of 24-hour 
sunlight that stretches from the North Pole to here 
at midnight on June 21, the longest day of the year 

in the northern hemisphere. Six months later, 
on the shortest day, it is the edge of a huge shadow 

that blankets the Arctic.
